I. Introduce myself as an illustrator

II. Interactive reading of the book (these are the types of questions I ask, always allowing for attention span, knowledge level, & time frame. 

1. See this little guy? He’s called a Kelpfish & I want you to keep your eyes open for him later. And see if you remember his name.

2. Which one is the little fish? He is called a Garibaldi Damsel Fish. Who can name some of the other sea creatures? Keep your eyes open for the Sheephead & the Blue Rockfish.

3. What kind of whale is this? Did you know they can be 60ft long? Where is the baby? What is this other whale doing? What time of day is this?

4. Do you know what kind of turtle this is? Are they sleeping? How many of you swim? Can you swim while you sleep? Does anyone spot a familiar fish? Can you remember his name?

5.What time of day is it now? Twilight is the time between sunset & dark. What is this guy doing? Can you give me a big ol yawn? Now, do you think that seals are really purple? Does anybody know why I made them purple & blues? Talk about cool colors.

6.This is called a Giant Pacific Seahorse. How big do you think Giant is? Most seahorses are about as long as your finger. This one is 14 inches! Do you know what it means to cling? What do the seahorses use to cling with? What do you use to cling with?

8. Do you think that sea otters are really blue? What is that baby doing? Does any body know what this is in the water?

9. Do you see the little fish? Now, what do you use to leap with? What do you think dolphins use to leap with?

10. What does it mean to bob? Can you bob for me?

11. Moon jellies are a little different than other jellyfish with the long tentacles. Can you see starfish on the rocks? How many? 17 yellow & 1 sunflower star.

12.Notice anybody familiar? Did you know that an octopus is really smart? How many of you have cats? An Octopus is as s smart as a house cat! What are these things on the octopus’s tentacles? Yes! Suckers. Now if you have more than sucker you say what? Suckers! More than one shell you say what? Shells, What do you say if you have more than one octopus? Octopi! Does any body remember what kind of fish we see here? Have we seen him before?
